Chemistry 116 – Poster Session Call for Proposals

Chemistry 116 will hold a poster session on Tues 5/13, 2013.  All chemistry 116 students are invited to submit proposals for a poster.  (Note: Students who choose not to participate will receive a grade of zero for their poster.)  Posters should explain an application of organic or biological chemistry using understanding developed in this course.

Specifications for posters

· Posters will be understandable to individuals with a basic chemistry background.

· Posters will contain only terms that you can explain without notecards.

· A 1-2 page summary of information on poster will be made available by you to all viewers.

· Posters will be placed on a board which is 1 X 1.5 meters (3 x 4 feet).  Poster boards are supplied by us, but you may use one of your own if you prefer.
· Posters should contain drawings, pictures, graphs, and words to explain application.

Expanded outline/preliminary poster due.  Overall graphics and organization of the poster

should be more or less ready.  I will critique and respond, providing final suggestions for improvements. (10 pts)

Tues 5/13
Poster session.  Final posters and summaries will be presented.  Each presenter should
                             have a 2-5 minute explanation of their poster ready for visitors.  Posters will be graded on visual presentation, verbal explanation and ability to field questions by evaluators (from a variety of disciplines).  All posters must be presented on or before the time of the poster session to receive any credit. (90 pts)
