Required:
A graphing calculator is strongly recommended.  I will be using the TI-84plus in class.  The TI-83plus and TI-84 are essentially the same. Calculators can NOT BE SHARED during exams or quizzes, so please bring your own calculator to every class period or you will have to do without.  You can check out graphing calculators (7 days) from the limited loan desk in the library on a first come, first serve basis. 

TI-89, TI-92, Voyage 200 calculators or equivalent may NOT be used.

Graphing Calculator Workshops will be offered in the Math Study Center.

Overview:
Math 110 is designed to provide the student with the necessary algebra skills to be successful in math for general education (Math120), math for elementary teachers (Math125), statistics (Math160), trigonometry (Math170), college algebra (Math175), precalculus (Math 176), and calculus for business and the social sciences (Math178). The course includes a brief review and expansion of the topics from elementary algebra (Math 90) with a concentration on functions, exponents, radicals, quadratic equations, systems of linear equations, rational expressions, logarithms, conic sections, sequences and series.

· categorize intermediate algebra problems and use appropriate theorems, formulas, and algorithms to solve them.

· use the appropriate technology to solve problems requiring intermediate algebra.

· formulate, analyze, and differentiate mathematical functions numerically, graphically, and symbolically at the intermediate algebra level and have the ability to transition between these representations.

· communicate the mathematical process and assess the validity of the solution.

I will answer your questions at the beginning of each class. The homework assignments are designed to prepare you for exams and quizzes, so if you are having difficulty with ANY homework assignment, please ASK QUESTIONS, come to my office hours for help or get tutored in the Math Study Center (70-112/113) or in the Tutoring Center (70-229). We are here to help you SUCCEED!  I will also answer homework questions at the beginning of class.  Do not attempt to take exams in this class without doing homework! Start each new section of homework at the TOP of a NEW sheet of paper.  LABEL each section clearly.  Show all of your work. Answers alone will NOT receive full credit. Your lowest homework score will be dropped.
Quizzes:
Weekly quizzes, both announced and unannounced, will be given in this course. Because of 

this, it is important that you come to class every day, and come to class prepared!  Make-up quizzes will NOT be given. If you miss class on a quiz day, you can not take the quiz late.  However, your lowest quiz score will be dropped. No cell-phones will be allowed on exams.
Exams:            There will be 5 in-class exams and a cumulative Final Exam. No exams will be dropped.   

Again, NO EXAMS WILL BE DROPPED. Tests will include questions over homework assigned in the text, readings and handouts, as well as material presented in class. If you do not take an exam, you will receive a ZERO for it.
