Class Policies: The major focus of this class will be the conscious development of mathematical reasoning and communication skills. You will receive a course that will enrich your understanding of fundamental algebra concepts.  What you should expect is a course built around problems. You will spend much of your class time doing and discussing problems in groups and individually. My goal is to have mathematics make sense, which takes time (sometimes lots of time). The only way you can become good in mathematics is by doing problems and talking about them.  Plan now on being in class every day that class meets and spending at least two hours each day outside of class studying mathematics.
