Final Exam Political Theory 2007
1. Discuss the ideology of anarchism and its capitalistic and socialistic variations?  Is the notion of a stateless society a mere fantasy or does such a condition promise a more moral and free society if it becomes possible to transcend the coercive powers of the state in favor of a looser form of governance?  Is it possible to have a nation without a state?

2. Discuss ecologism and how it differs from environmentalism?  What does it mean to be a deep ecologist?  Is ecologism compatible with liberalism and its broad array of economic and political liberties?  Is ecologism a political religion?  What are some of the weaknesses present in the principles and positions of this movement?

3. Islam, a centuries old faith, remains the source of legitimate political authority for hundreds of millions of people.  Discuss the nature of political authority in this theopolitical ideology.  What has been the history of authority within the Islamic community?  Why did some Muslims abandon Islamic traditions and turn towards Western ways in search of power? Why have Muslim intellectuals challenged the authority of Western liberalism and returned to or revived interpretations of their faith as a source of authority?  Is it possible for Islam and liberalism to be reconciled or are conflicts between these two ideologies irreconcilable?
