Modern Asian Culture - Take Home Test 3

The following test is a take home test.  You should write carefully crafted and well-researched responses to the following questions.  Each response should be 3-4 pages in length, 10 or 12 point font, and double-spaced.

1. Describe and analyze how the various ideas of the May Fourth movement have animated the many governments and systems that have shaped modern China.  How will the ideas of the May Fourth movement evolve as China deals with the challenges of the future?

2. The theme of nationalism is a potent force in Chinese film. Discuss how the tension between self and nation is dealt with in Hero, Balzac and the Little Chinese Seamstress, and Lust Caution.  How are these tensions resolved in The Last Emperor? Is the Western director more enamored of universalism than his Chinese Counter Parts?
I will evaluate your essays in three categories including writing, organization, and substance.  Excellent, quality work will result in an A, good, solid work will result in a B, adequate, but unexceptional work will result in a C, and poor or inadequate work will result in a D or F depending on its degree of failure.
